5. Payment Limit.  District’s total payments to Contractor under this Contract shall not exceed $_375,000___ 
 
6. District’s Obligations.  In consideration of Contractor’s provision of services as described below, and subject to the 

payment limit expressed herein, District shall pay Contractor, upon submission of a properly documented demand for 
payment in the manner and form prescribed by District and upon approval of the president of the College for which 
this contract is made or his designee, as follows:

7. Contractor’s Obligation.  Contractor shall provide the following described services:  __MDUSD will establish a 

STEM Academy aligning with DVC's certificate and degree pathways in Manufacturing/Engineering, and will partner 
with DVC on recruitment, instruction, mentoring, and linkages. See attached work plan for details. MDUSD will submit 
quarterly invoices, showing expenses to be reimbursed and a short program narrative (accomplishments and 
progress towards grant objectives, as well as any challenges).____________ 
 

8. Independent Contractor Status. This Contract is by and between two independent contractors and is not 
intended to and shall not be construed to create the relationship of agent, servant, employee, partnership, 
joint venture, or association. As an independent contractor, Contractor will be solely responsible for 
determining the means and methods for performing the services described herein.  All of Contractor's 
activities will be at Contractor's own risk and Contractor is hereby given notice of Contractor's responsibility 
for arrangements to guard against physical, financial, and other risks as appropriate. 

 
9. Indemnification.  The Contractor shall defend, save harmless and indemnify the District and its officers, agents and 

employees from all liabilities and claims for damages for death, sickness or injury to persons or property, including 
without limitation, all consequential damages, from any cause whatsoever arising from or connected with the 
operations or the services of the Contractors hereunder, resulting from the conduct, negligent or otherwise, of the 
Contractor, its agents or employees.

employees from all liabilities and claims for damages for death, sickness or injury to persons or property, including 
without limitation, all consequential damages, from any cause whatsoever arising from or connected with the 
operations or the services of the District hereunder, resulting from the conduct, negligent or otherwise, of the District, 
its agents or employees.
