Common Core State Standards (CCSS) aligned ELA/ELD
framework adopted by the state of California in 2014
Students must have equitable access to CCSS-aligned
instructional materials in order to meet the performance
expectations outlined in the CCSS

California Assessment of Student Performance and Progress
(CAASPP)is a cumulative measure of student proficiency in
the CCSS taken in grades 3-8, and 11th grade in high school
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Steps in the Materials Selection Process

= Survey sent to publishers on approved CDE list (K-8) requesting information regarding
non-negotiables

= Consulting of Ed Reports to ensure all programs classified as "Meets Expectations”

= Staff collected adoption information from neighboring districts

= Adoption committee created - teachers could opt to be on the team, meetings held both
inside and outside the work day with sub or compensation.

= |nternal team reviewed survey responses from publisher and sent invitation to qualified
publishers for demonstrations

= Publishers presented their materials to adoption committee members
Public review of materials - committee members, teachers, community members
evaluated each vendor at Willow Creek Center using a the ELA Selection Tool built in
conjunction with the CDE ELA/ELD Materials Selection Toolkit. The community hadan

opportunity in September and February to view the materials and give feedback.
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Steps in the Materials Selection Process

=

Adoption committee discussed materials (in-person), reviewed responses, and
selected two publishers to pilot (Mc Graw Hill and Savvas)

Committee members were trained by the publishers in each program
Committee members piloted/reviewed the two chosen programs and
evaluated specific areas relating to the ELA Selection Tool and the programs’
ability to support all students in accessing the CCSS

Data collected from committee members, students, and community members
via surveys about their experiences based on the selection tool

Committee members met to discuss their experiences and review data from
both publishers and voted individually for one program

Staff worked with vendors to finalize quotes
